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2012 Fall Captain’s Meeting
Monday, October 15, 2012 – Minutes
1. B Divisions Split – How was it?  B1 Competitive…..good until playoffs then got creamed.  2 teams in B2 that could have been in B1.  Larger divisions provide for greater disparity between teams.  Consider a mid-season option to shuffle lowest place team down and move one team up. B1 Teams are often all “A” players recombined.  Search for school fields?  No priority given to DUC.  Current System – choose your level, if a switch is needed – teams will be approached.

Vote:

Option 1. Option to move up, ask if teams from B2 want to move up. 
Option 2. After 5 weeks, bottom team or teams must be forced down
Status Quo was voted to continue (Option 1)

2. Prizes: All league divison winners to receive $100 Cheques for team parties and all playoff winners are to receive gold discs. B2 – should they get a prize? – Yes $50
Should indoor get a Prize – yes Silver discs

3. Memberships – all members must sign up with ODSA for Insurance – If members do not sign up then they are not covered if they hurt someone and get sued. Teamopolis sign up is just for the website.


4. Fields – How was the Courtice field?  One problem (donuts) but fixed quickly.  Field was short but given our options, it may be the best choice for now.

5. Porta potties – is $500 per month too much?  Too Costly

6. Pickup on both holiday Mondays – should we continue with it? Yes good fun!


7. Rosters – players must be on roster 24 hours prior to game. NEW RULE: In order to play in playoffs players must have been on the team roster prior to July 15th. Kevin will lock the rosters on July 16th to prevent further changes. If teams need players after this time they must email Kevin to request that a certain player be added. Kevin will email the other teams in the division to notify them of the request and if there are no complaints the team will be allowed to add the player. A players should avoid playing on D teams unless it is for social reasons. D teams recruiting several A players is frowned upon.  


8. Team colours – Captains should add their colours to the website. No “rainbow” teams, remind teams to be consistent in colour.

9. League Rules – 
a. DUC has a no foot block rule in effect,(captains can agree prior to game) same as previous, captains may confer prior to game and decide to include foot blocks.
Game lengths – 40 minutes is good.  
Timeouts – 2 per half – 70 seconds is the length of the timeout.  Last point does not have to be called.  We voted on including no timeout in last 5-minute rule (only 1 in favour) – therefore we’re going with Ultimate rules.

b. Endzones are 18 yards long, 
c. DUC plays with a standard 3 girls and 4 guys ratio. Teams do not have to match another team that chooses to play 4 girls and 3 guys. 
d. In the event of a conflict in jersey colours the home team will maintain their shirt colour. 
e. DUC awards 3 points for a win, 2 for a tie, 1 for a loss and 0 for a defaulted game. 
f. No more than 4 players from any one team can play on the same other team (this was changed from 3).
g. tie breakers
h. # of time outs per half
i. Length of halves
j. Lightning rules – Teams should not play the game if lightning can be seen or thunder heard. If lightning is seen the teams must wait 30 minutes before beginning the game again. If the weather clears the game must continue, providing that there is still time left in the 2 hour allotted time slot. If a team leaves the field and does not return after 30 minutes of lightning free weather they will default the game. A game is considered official so long as half time was reached. Half time occurs after 40 minutes of play or after a team reaches 8 points.  If the game is postponed due to weather prior to half time and the game is not restarted then the game will not count in the standings. Games will be rescheduled if field space can be found.
