Report of the League Administrator

Overall we had 631 adult members which was a growth year for us and was mainly due to the Wednesday hat league. We also had 77 youth players which is not part of the membership base, although some of these players did also play in the adult leagues.    

Once again during registration players were asked to allow the league to submit their address information so that the city of Oshawa could determine how many fields we are entitled to for the following season. Unfortunately, over 100 people that live in Oshawa said no to this request and so our Oshawa residents were minimal. Based on our numbers we are entitled to 3 hours of time on Oshawa fields for next season. To put this into perspective, we used 20 hours last season. What this means is that if other clubs want our time slots they will get them. 
Summer League
The summer league was once again a great success! This was the first year of the name changes for the divisions. Rather than A, B, C and D the league went with 5pm and 7 pm competitive and 5 pm and 7pm Recreational. The league felt that these names better described the type of play that can be expected in each division. Despite the changes the league still had 38 teams join which was 2 less than the year previous.  All divisions were very competitive and only 1 team went undefeated. There were also some different winners for the league and playoffs showing that there was some parity in the league. The league season enjoyed two extra games due to playoffs being moved later.

Playoffs
This year the league decided to move the playoffs until the end of August and to run a one day playoff tournament followed by the finals on the following Tuesday at Civic Field 1. Due to the different sizes for each division each playoff had a different look. The 7 pm Competitive had ¼ finals and semi finals on the playoff day, while the 5 pm competitive division had a round robin portion followed by a cross over semi final. Both Recreational leagues played a round robin tournament with the top 2 teams advancing to the finals. Each division had slightly different length of games and number of games but all teams were scheduled between approximately 200 minutes of game time. All divisions seemed to work well and there were very few complaints.  
Teams who advanced to the finals enjoyed playing on the Turf of field 1 and felt that the finals had more significance in this setting. The league provided an observer/linesperson for each of the finals in order to keep the games running and to settle any disputes. All finals had great spirit and the linesperson’s were not involved in many calls. Game times on the playoff days were adjusted to allow players to play on 2 teams. After all the dust settled the results were as follows:

Youth League
This year we continued the youth league for kids aged 9-16 and we were able to get 6 COED teams once again. Thanks to Sandy and Victor for all the behind the scenes work and thanks to our great coaching staff for all their work and enthusiasm on the field. The season ran for 8 weeks and all kids seemed to really enjoy it. 
Junior Program

This year was the first year we were able to get both our junior male and female teams up and running as both teams competed in the Ontario Championships held in Port Hope. The junior males (SYNERGY) were able to get in 6 or so practices before competing and were able to pull off 1 victory on the weekend. The junior females did not get in any practices prior to the tournament as they were a last minute team that was put together to increase the number of teams from 3 to 4. Despite the lack of preparation the girls performed well and ended up finishing in 3rd place. Congratulations and thanks to all those players and coaches involved. 

Charity Tournament

This year we ran our fouth annual Beach tournament at Cobourg beach. There were 16 teams in attendance, including teams from Toronto, Peterborough, Niagara and Bellville. The tournament raised over $2911.50 which was donated to Northumberland Fair Share food bank along with a lot of food items. Thanks to Derek Marcotte for spearheading this project.
Year End Party

This year’s party was late in getting going due to construction at the Sports Garden in Whitby. Eventually we settled on having the party at the Durham College Campus at E.P. Taylors Pub and Restaurant. Around 50 players attended. There was no dinner provided but snacks were given at around 10 pm.  There were lots of “minute to win it” games played and prizes given out to the winners. The award of $600 to the team who put on the best performance was not awarded as only 1 team had entered by the deadline. The new venue was a great place to have the party and we will likely return next year.
Fall League

For the sixth year in a row we ran a fall hat league in September and October. The league filled up rather slowly again this year but in the end we had enough people signing up for 12 teams. Most games were played at the civic on fields 3 and 4, but a few games were played on turf at civic field 5.  In order to get 11 games in, some mid week games were played under the lights at the Civic.  Pink is the New Orange, led by Stacey Daigle,  finished  the league  with 9 wins 1 tie and 1 loss and were crowned Fall Champs!  All players enjoyed playing with new people and learning from the more experienced players.  Jerseys were purchased from Bob at SilkWorm Embroidery.  
Winter Leagues
This year the Sunday league was split into 8 competitive teams and 6 recreational teams. We had 13 teams sign up and then enough players to form one hat teams. All games are played at (WISC).  This year the teams had to sign up for the entire season which gave them 25 games. This league continues until May.
We also continued our indoor 7 on 7 Tuesday night league with 10 teams all of which signed up as teams this year. Due to the increase in teams each team only gets 20 games this year and 4 byes. This league is played out of the new Oshawa Field House which contains a full size soccer field. Players are currently enjoying playing in the league and the extra space of the longer field gives teams a chance to huck the long bomb.
