
2016 DUC Membership 

This year we are trying a different way to build your rosters.  In the past team captains would enable/disable the roster 

for players that had purchased a membership for the current year.   

This year, captains will need to build their roster from a “Membership Pool” in 2 steps: 

1. First captains need to invite members to purchase a membership 

2. Secondly they add players with memberships to their roster 

 

How To Invite Existing Players To Get a 2016 Membership 

1. Visit http://www.durhamultimateclub.com and click on the “Login” link in the top right corner 

 

  



2. Once logged in, you should be directed to the Team Admin Page.  Click on the “Registration & 

Memberships” link, or choose “Registration” from the Team Admin Home top menu: 

      

 

3. Select “2016 DUC ADULT MEMBERSHIPS” from the list and click “View Members” button:

 

 

  



4. Click on the “Not Registered Yet” button to view all members without a Membership.  Then check off 

the members to invite them to get a membership & click the “Next” button: 

 

5. Ensure you have checked off the correct people & click the “Send Now” button 

 
6. Have a beer and wait for players to purchase a membership.  When you are ready to build your 

roster, see the next step: 

  



How to Add Members to your 2016 Team Roster 

Once some members have purchased a 2016 membership, you can then add them to your roster.  When 

adding a player to a roster, you can either use an existing profile already on your team, or create a new one. 

 

1. Once logged in, you should be directed to the Team Admin Page.  Click on the “Edit players” link, or 

choose “Players” from the Team Admin Home top menu: 

      

  



2. From the “People/Player Editor”, click on the “Add to Roster” link in the blue section: 

 

  



 

3. You will be shown a screen to add players to the roster.  Choose “2016” from the season list and a 

listing of registered members will load.  Check off the players on your team you wish to add to the 

roster and click the “Next” button to continue: 

 

 

 

  



4. In this step you can either assign the member to an existing profile already on your team, or create a 

new profile.   Click “Preview” to continue: 

 

Note: The wizard tries to automatically select an existing profile, but if the names don’t match exactly you 

might have to manually select an existing profile.  If the player is new this year to your team, then create a 

New Profile would be the best choice (if you don’t already have a profile created).  

 

  



5. Confirm everything is correct and click the “Assign Now” button to finish the wizard.
