Overall we had 541 adult members and  44 junior members. In addition we had 151 youth players who are not part of the membership base.    

Once again during registration players were asked to allow the league to submit their address information so that the city of Oshawa could determine how many fields we are entitled to for the following season. Unfortunately, over 100 people that live in Oshawa said no to this request and so our Oshawa residents were minimal. Based on our numbers we are entitled to 3 hours of time on Oshawa fields for next season. To put this into perspective, we used 20 hours last season. What this means is that if other clubs want our time slots they will get them. 
Summer League
The summer league was once again a great success! Although we ended up with 2 less teams than in 2014.  All divisions were very competitive and only 1 team went undefeated. There were also different winners for the league and playoffs showing that there was some parity in the league. The league season enjoyed two extra games due to playoffs being moved later.

Playoffs
Once again this year the playoffs were a one day event at the end of August followed by the finals on the following Tuesday at Civic Field 1. Due to the different sizes for each division each playoff had a different look. The 7 pm Competitive had a round robin with the top 2 teams moving on to the finals. The junior team was not involved in the tournament since they had only been in the division to even out the teams and had not paid to play the season. The 5 pm competitive division had a round robin portion followed by a cross over semi final. Both recreational leagues played a round robin tournament with a cross over semi final and then the winners of those semis advancing to the finals. Each division had slightly different length of games and number of games but all teams were scheduled between approximately 200 minutes of game time. All divisions seemed to work well and there were very few complaints.  
Teams who advanced to the finals enjoyed playing on the Turf on Field 1 and felt that the finals had more significance in this setting. All finals had great spirit and the linesperson’s were not involved in many calls. Game times on the playoff days were adjusted to allow players to play on 2 teams. Youth League
This year we continued the youth league for kids aged 9-16 years but we expanded into Bowmanville and ran 6 teams at each location.  There was a total of 151 youth involved which was approximately double the year before. The season ran for 8 weeks and all kids really enjoyed it. 
Junior Program

New names were chosen for the teams and jerseys were acquired. The teams were split up and competed in a couple of mixed tournaments and then competed as teams in the Ontario Championships held in Port Hope. The junior males (STUD) were able to pull off 1 victory on the weekend and took another game to universe point. The junior females (Nightfury) did not really get in any practices prior to the tournament as we struggled all season to have enough females. Despite the lack of preparation the girls performed well and ended up finishing in 3rd place. Congratulations and thanks to all those players  involved. Charity Tournament

Red Rose Tea Dragon Rover Wine Reindeer Rocket Clifford Rickards Licorice Alert (quite the name) , led by Kyle McCaughey,  finished  the league  with 11 wins and zero losses and were crowned Fall Champs!  All players enjoyed playing with new people and learning from the more experienced players.  Jerseys were purchased from Bob at SilkWorm Embroidery.  
Winter Leagues
This year the Sunday league grew from 14 teams to 16. Nine signed up for competitive and 7 for recreational so some creative scheduling had to be done. To start the season it was set up with a top division of 6, then a division of 4 and finally a division of 6.. All games are played at (WISC).  This league continues until May.
We also continued our indoor 7 on 7 Tuesday night league with 10 teams of which 9 signed up as teams and we had one individual team. Once again each team will get 20 games this year and 4 byes. This league is played out of the new Oshawa Field House which contains a full size soccer field. Players are currently enjoying playing in the league and the extra space of the longer field gives teams a chance to huck the long bomb.
